BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. There is hereby appropriated for the
support of public education in Alabama for the fiscal year
ending September 30, 2017, for debt service, and for capital
outlay to be paid out of funds specified in subsection (a) of

Section 2 of this act, the amounts specified in subsections
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(a), (b), (c), (d), and (e) of Section 3 of this act. For the
purpose specified in subsection (b) of Section 2 of this act,
amounts are shown by programmatic area and the total for all
programs 1s shown so as to include estimated sources of funds
other than those listed in subsection (a) of Section 2 of this
act. For the purpose of this act, "ETF" shall mean the
Education Trust Fund and "Federal and Local Funds" shall mean
all gifts, grants, contributions, or entitlements, including
grants by the Congress of the United States, municipalities or
counties.

Section 2. (a) The appropriations provided for in
this act shall be paid from funds in the State Treasury to the
credit of the Education Trust Fund, Alabama Peace Officers'
Standards and Training Fund, Impaired Drivers Trust Fund,
Driver Education and Training Fund, Special Education
Catastrophic Fund, Public School Fund and other listed funds
and are hereby made for the support of public education in
Alabama for the fiscal year ending September 30, 2017, and the
appropriations herein made shall be subject to the provisions,
terms, conditions and limitations of the Budget and Financial
Control Act (Code of Alabama 1975, Sections 41-4-80 et seqg.),
the provisions of the Budget Management Act of 1976 (Code of
Alabama 1975, Sections 41-19-1 et seq.), and shall be in the
amounts hereinafter specified.

Section 4. In addition to the appropriations herein

made, all gifts, grants, contributions, insurance proceeds or

entitlements,
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including grants by the Congress of the United States,
municipalities or counties, to any department, division,
board, bureau, commission, agency, institution, office or
officer of the State of Alabama are hereby appropriated and,
in the event the same are recurring, are reappropriated to
such department, division, board, bureau, commission, agency,
institution, office or officer to be used only for the purpose
or purposes for which the grant or contribution was or shall
be made.

Notwithstanding any other provisions of
this act or any other act, any amount from appropriations for
the fiscal year ending September 30, 2016 to the various state
agencies and institutions in this act, except appropriations
from the Education Trust Fund, which are unexpended and
reverted on September 30, 2016 are hereby reappropriated to
the respective state agencies, offices and institutions for
the fiscal year beginning October 1, 2016.

Section 14. If any section, paragraph, sentence,
clause, provision or portion of this act or all or any portion
of the appropriations herein made is held unconstitutional or
invalid, it shall not affect any other section, paragraph,
sentence, clause, provision or portion of this act or any
other appropriation or appropriations or portion thereof

hereby made not in and of itself unconstitutional or invalid.
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Section 15. All laws or parts of laws, general,
special, private or local in conflict with or inconsistent
with the provisions of this act are hereby expressly repealed.

Section 16. This act shall become effective on

October 1, 2016.
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
